EX STUDENT ς LACHI WOOLF 

My junior officer training journey began on the 16th of January this year. It all started with mum dropping me off in Woodbourne and

which has seen me inducted into the Royal New Zealand Navy as an officer. 

The initial six weeks at Woodbourne allowed me the opportunity to meet my Army and Air Force counter parts. It was here that we 

learnt the bare basics of being in the military. We spent a lot of time doing things such as marching, learning rank structures, weapon 

drills and physical training. We packed a lot of activities into each day as we were awake at 0530 and in bed at 2230. The early mornings, 

rigid discipline and communal living was definitely a shock to the system but I grew to enjoy these aspects of training as the course went 

on. 

After our six weeks at Woodbourne we were flown up to Auckland where our Navy training was going to commence. I soon found out 

that the Navy puts a lot of emphasis on being clean, on time and disciplined. Unlike Woodbourne I found Devonport to be a lot more 

strict and confined. I often likened my experience to Outward Bound with the major difference ōŜƛƴƎ ǘƘŀǘ ǘƘŜ ƛƴǎǘǊǳŎǘƻǊǎ ŘƛŘƴΩǘ ƭƛƪŜ ǳǎΦ  

A typical day of training in Devonport would involve us awakening at 0500 going outside to do some sort of exercise or a swim in the 

ocean, eat breakfast then clean our accommodation for an hour. We would then have some sort of instruction which may be physical 

training, drill, class work or leadership training. In amongst that would be the three meals we had each day, cleaning in the evening and 

Navy ceremonies such as colours or sunset. These were long days and at one point we had gone twelve weeks without having a proper 

day off. 

As the course went on we were exposed to some pretty cool stuff such as sailing the Spirit of New Zealand and we were also given more 

leave privileges which allowed an opportunity to explore Auckland and surrounding areas. This all lead up to our pass out parade on the 

16th of June where our families were able to come and witness a demonstration of our new found parade skills. At this parade I was 

lucky enough to receive the academic prize for my results in the various exams, assessments and assignments throughout the course. 

In terms of the military being a future career for the pupils of Queen Charlotte College I would strongly recommend it. The friendships I 

have forged over the past months, skills I have gained and experiences that I have had are all invaluable. I grew as a person over these 

months and whatΩs more I was paid to do all this. For any aspiring engineers, logisticians or ship drivers the officer path in the Navy is 

definitely for you. If anyone has any questions regarding the military and specifically the Navy I would be more than happy to have a 

chat about my experiences and potential options for you.
